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In  recent  years ,  both Japan and England have 

experienced rapid shi f ts  when i t  comes to their  pol icy 

outlook with regards to foreigners residing within their  

border.  While  England has thus far  incorporated many 

immigrants into i ts  society ,  quest ions have ar isen with 

regards to their  approach in  a  post-Brexit  environment .  

On the other hand,  Japan has created inst i tut ions to  

support  an ever- increasing number of  foreign workers 

under the new “Specified Ski l ls  Worker”  v isa category,  

launched in 2019.

Both countr ies cont inue to accept  immigrants to  support  

domest ic  labor demands,  and they play a crucial  role in  

maintaining their  economies and societ ies.  On the other 

hand,  the pol i t ical  backlash against  immigrat ion,  and a 

potent ial  t ightening of  immigrat ion pol icy ,  remain 

bott lenecks that  these countr ies share as wel l .
